	Rangatiratanga

	The purpose of the Ngarimu VC & 28th (Māori) Battalion Memorial Scholarship Fund is to assist with the education of Māori attending a recognised tertiary institution.  A Manakura scholarship is also offered for those who display leadership skills that may be supported to advance their chosen career. 

A total of six scholarships are available made up of:

· 3 Undergraduate Awards valued at $10,000.00 each per year.  Financial support is provided for up to 5 years depending on the term of study; 

· 1 Masters Award valued at $15,000.00 per year. Financial support is provided for up to 2 years of study; 

· 1 Doctoral Scholarship valued at $25,000.00 per year.  Financial support is provided for up to 2 years of study; and 

· 1 Manakura Scholarship valued at $30,000.00.  Financial assistance for one year.

Payments are made in accordance with milestone periods agreed between the Ministry of Education and scholarship recipients.
